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What would you give to help students that are working to protect the people of Darfur and eastern Burma?

In July 2004, the United States Congress declared that genocide was occurring in the Darfur region of Sudan.  More than five years later, the atrocities continue. Recently, the Government of Sudan renewed its bombings of Darfur’s villages, displacing thousands more civilians. In Burma, the military junta continues to attack Karen villages in the East. As the violence against innocent civilians continues, the international community does nothing.

However, the students of STAND: the student-led division of the Genocide Intervention Network are taking civilian protection into their own hands and standing in solidarity with the people of Darfur and Burma. On December 3rd, students from around the world will be fundraising for a civilian protection program in an initiative called STANDFast.
STANDFast supports the Genocide Intervention Network’s Civilian Protection Program. The Civilian Protection Program ensures protection of the brave women and girls who expose themselves to rape and attack each day while they collect the firewood they need to survive. In Burma, GI-NET is currently working to build a civilian radio network that will enable villages to send and receive warnings of attacks. 

You and your group can help us protect civilians in Darfur and Burma: 
$3 allows a woman in Darfur to safely collect firewood for a week 

$5 enables urgent warnings of an attack to reach villages in Eastern Burma
