SAMPLE LETTER TO MEMBER OF CONGRESS FOR DAY 75 ACTION

Dear Rep./Sen. Smith,

My name is Maggie. I’m a Wellesley, Massachusetts resident, and I’m part of a STAND chapter at University College. STAND, the student-led division of the Genocide Intervention Network is a national organization of students currently dedicated to helping bring an end to the genocide in Darfur. There are 700 STAND chapters across the country, including X (contact your regional outreach coordinator for information about your region) chapters in Massachusetts  alone.

I'm writing to ask the Representative/Senator to write to President Obama to urge the President to do all that he can to reverse the expulsion of aid groups from Darfur, and to also ask the President to finish the policy review on Sudan as quickly as possible.

As I'm sure you're aware, 16 aid groups have been ordered to leave Darfur, which puts 4.7 million people’s lives at risk.  Furthermore, the Obama administration will  not make significant changes to Sudan policy until it completes the policy review for Sudan. Completing the policy review soon will allow the administration to move forward to bring peace to Darfur.

We know that the Representative/Senator has supported (X legislation—visit DarfurScores.org for this) in the past, and we in STAND would all like to urge the Senator to continue to demonstrate this commitment to her constituents by writing to President Obama and asking him to finish the policy review on Sudan and to do all he can to reverse the expulsion of aid groups from Darfur.
