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Since 2003, over 400,000 men, women, and children have been killed in Darfur, the western region of Sudan. Victims have suffered brutal attacks including poisoned water wells, gang rapes, and being thrown alive into fires. Over 2.5 million have been displaced from their homes. 

The government of Sudan gives money and weapons to a militia called the Janjaweed. The Janjaweed has been carrying out ethnic cleansing against the Fur, Zaghawa, and Masalit people. Due to violence, much of the humanitarian aid that millions of people rely on is being forced to leave the country.

The world has failed to take meaningful action the end the most brutal crime of the 21st century. The UN has called for a peacekeeping force, but countries have been slow to support it. Silence makes us accomplices. It is up to you to call on your government to work to bring an end to this suffering. Instead of mourning this tragedy, together, we can stop it.
