 On September 21st, 2004, President George W. Bush declared that “the world is 
witnessing terrible suffering and horrible crimes in the Darfur region of Sudan, crimes my 
government has concluded are genocide.”  Yet, over three years after this declaration, genocide 
continues in Darfur.  The President has not fulfilled this promise.  In his last year in office, 
President Bush can, and must, make ending the atrocities in Sudan a much higher priority.

 STAND has outlined the four-part policy framework President Bush must follow in order to 
end the genocide and help bring peace to Sudan:

1. Stick to your Promises: President Bush’s actions with respect to Darfur have 
not always matched his words. In order to bring peace to Sudan, President Bush must:

2. Enforce UNAMID: President Bush must do everything in his power to financially, 
logistically, and diplomatically support UNAMID deployment. 

3. Apply an All-Sudan Solution: The President must work closely with Ambassador 
Richard Williamson to employ more coordinated, forceful, and comprehensive diplomacy 
with the various actors in Sudan.

4. Lobby China: President Bush must reinforce Congress in using all economic and 
political tools available to encourage positive and meaningful Chinese engagement with 
the government in Khartoum. 

 STAND students all over the country will work to ensure a legacy of peace for Sudan. 
Students will host teach-ins, rallies, and call-in days to both President Bush and members of 
Congress to advocate for a comprehensive executive plan to end the genocide. Additionally, 
chapters, schools, organizations, and communities will be officially endorsing STAND’s Executive 
Legacy Campaign policy asks to demonstrate extensive nation-wide support for bringing results, 
not just rhetoric, to the Sudanese people. 

·Enforce the law by prohibiting any and all federal contracts with worst 
offending companies. 

· Immediately introduce a resolution to the United Nations Security Council 
that mandates international sanctions on all agents obstructing the 
deployment of UNAMID and the Darfur Peace Process.

· Make good on his promise to facilitate the implementation of the 
Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA). 
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
